
 

1. Entrance Age- Chil-

dren will be admitted to 

the Kindergarten Pro-

gram if they have at-

tained the age of 5 

years by August 1 of 

the current year. 

 

Children entering the 

First Grade must be at 

least six (6) years of 

age on or before Au-

gust 1 of the current 

year. 

 

Children who by rea-

son of special talents or 

abilities as determined 

by a series of develop-

mental and readiness 

screening instruments 

approved by the School 

District may start 

school at a younger 

age. However, under 

no circumstances shall 

a child start Kindergar-

ten if he/she is not five 

(5) years of age by De-

cember 1 of the current 

school year, or start 

First Grade if he/she is 

not six (6) years of age 

by December 1. Parents 

who wish to have their 

child tested for early 

entrance by an inde-

pendent evaluation 

shall bear the total cost 

for such an evaluation. 

Any parent will need to 

contact the school prior 

to May 1 to be consid-

ered eligible for early 

entrance.  A team 

evaluation will be de-

veloped and a report, 

both verbal and written, 

will be provided to the 

parents of the child in 

question. The team de-

cision will be final. 

 

2. Immunization Re-

cords 

 

The parents or guardi-

ans of each child being 

enrolled in the MLS 

School District shall 

present a certificate 

from a licensed physi-

cian or authorized rep-

resentative of the State 

Department of Health 

that the child has re-

ceived immunization as 

required by state law. 
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State Law has changed for 

students entering Kindergar-

ten or First grade.  The new 

law entrance dates are Au-

gust 1st for parents entering 

students in either Kindergar-

ten or First Grade.  Parents 

still have the option to  ap-

ply for a special exception 

to start early but the parents 

child will be required to 

undergo a series of district 

tests to check for develop-

mental and readiness ability. 

A school team will make the 

final determination to allow 

the child to enter either 

grade at that time or have 

entrance postponed for a 

year.  Requests must be 

completed by May 1, 2010 

for next year.
